A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ADMINISTRATOR OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION, ARTS & CULTURE TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH THE FRIENDS OF CHATTANOOGA ANIMAL SERVICES (“FOCAS”), A COPY OF WHICH IS ATTACHED HERETO AND MADE A PART HEREOF BY REFERENCE, RELATIVE TO PROVIDING THE USE OF LAND LOCATED IN THE 1800 BLOCK OF CARTER STREET FOR AN OFF-LEASH DOG PARK.



BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Administrator of the Department of Parks, Recreation, Arts & Culture be and is hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with the Friends of Chattanooga Animal Services (FOCAS), a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference, relative to providing the use of land located in the 1800 block of Carter Street, presently located next to the Sanctuary Skate Park at Finley Stadium, for an off-leash dog park..

AGREEMENT BETWEEN FRIENDS OF 

CHATTANOOGA ANIMAL SERVICES (FOCAS) 

AND CITY OF CHATTANOOGA


This Memorandum of Agreement is entered into between the City of Chattanooga, a municipal corporation (hereafter the “City”) and Friends of Chattanooga Animal Services, a charitable corporation, (hereafter the “FOCAS”) this _____ day of ______________, 2003.


WHEREAS,  City recognizes a desire by its citizens to have a public park that will allow people to enjoy the use of such park with their pet dogs, while not being required to keep such dogs on a leash;  


WHERREAS,  FOCAS is a charitable corporation dedicated to supporting the goals and objectives of the Chattanooga Animal Services;


WHEREAS, City is willing to provide land to be used for such a park, where dogs will be allowed to be present “off-leash”;  and


WHEREAS, the parties hereby agree as follows:


1.
The City agrees to provide the use of land located on the 1800 block of Carter Street, Chattanooga, Tennessee, (presently located next to the Sanctuary Skate Park at Finley Stadium) to be used for an “off-leash” park.   


2.
FOCAS agrees to make reasonable and good faith fund-raising efforts to raise the money and/or provide the equipment necessary to establish such park.  Such equipment will include, but is not limited to, benches, fences, water fountains, and shade facilities.  At least $30,000 in cash (or the equivalent in parts and labor) will be raised toward such equipment before City will begin any installations of equipment in the park.  

If FOCAS’ efforts to raise the necessary funds are unsuccessful, FOCAS will not be held liable for such funds and City will not be obligated to install any equipment or provide land for the use of such “off-leash” park.    

3.
FOCAS is only providing funding for such project and will not be responsible for any maintenance, upkeep, insurance, liability, security, or any other day-to-day functions or responsibilities.  City will maintain and upkeep the park facilities and landscaping, as needed.    


4.
City agrees to install any benches, trees, shade facilities, and water fountains in the park, except that City will not be responsible for installing any fences around the property.    


5.
City agrees to designate the land described above for use in this park project for a minimum of 6 (six) years.  If it becomes necessary for City to utilize this land for another purpose, City will either 1) refund to FOCAS $5,000 (five thousand) for every year out of the agreed 6 years not fulfilled, or 2) move the equipment to an equivalent site and will provide for a fence at the new location.
